later, in 1993, she joins another male organization: Rotary.  
Patti Roscoe found that being in Rotary gives a woman a 
chance to be in charge, to take control.  “Ninety four men 
but just three women have rung the President’s Rotary 
bell”.  She gave a demonstration of past “ringers’ but she 
judged Immediate Past President Jim Hughes the best. 
     Frank Arrington  recounted Debbie’s first meeting 
when she presented a book to the Mayor to autograph for 
Hamilton School.  Title “Snakes and Reptiles”.  Bill Dick  
recounted how Rotary speaker Marine General Jim Jones, 
a hero who chewed nails at 10 years and became a 6’6” 
honored marine, signed “150 Meals made of Tofu”. Tom 
Vecchione recounted an emotional Debbie “crying” at 
supermarket openings.  And she helped spring “Duke” 
Cunningham from jail with “Duke” signing “Gardening in 
a Small Yard” accompanied with a tiny rake and a bucket 
the size of a cupcake.  Fred Frye recalled the book for 
Don Bauder signed, “How to think Positively and Practice 
the Fine Art of Diplomacy”.  Fred described Debbie’s 
genuine kindness and soft manners and introduced Club 33 
Singers, who sang a magnificent “It Had to Be You”- Pat 
Crowell recalled her special programs on Global Warm-
ing, Medical Costs, Beyster head of SAIC, and Cabinet 
member Tommy Thompson.  Pat expressed for us all “our 
appreciation for your rich and inspiring year-we thank you 
and we love you".  Jim Hughes presented Debbie a third 
Paul Harris 3000 level pin and announced the gift with 
appreciation from our club, of a new stereo for her home.  
Debbie responded with thanks and commended the many 
Rotarians who had been stalwarts in her year.  “I thank 
you, each of you.”
