      “What was the most interesting 
part of the job that you learned this 
week?”  I am asked that question a 
lot, especially since I’m still the 
“new kid on the block”.  This week 
my answer would be how the of-
fice bills members for the weekly 
meal costs. 
     In a perfect world, we bill each 
member at the beginning of a quar-
ter in advance for the weekly meals 
occurring that quarter.  For exam-
ple, a member receives an invoice 
in January for the meal costs dur-
ing Jan-Feb-Mar.  Those funds are 
used to pay the hotel invoices for 
the meals. 
     If a member misses a meeting 
and makes up the absence at an-
other club’s meeting or is excused 
for some other approved reason, 
we use the make up notice from the 
reciprocating club or the notifica-
tion of an excused absence to regis-
ter a credit for the cost of the meal 
in that member’s account.  When 
we send the invoice for the Apr-
May-Jun quarter in early April, that 
invoice will reflect all the credits 
that have been accrued during the 
January quarter and will result in a 
lower cost for the member during 
the upcoming quarter. 
     It is the office’s responsibility 
to apply all the credits correctly 
and in a timely manner so that the 
quarterly invoices are accurate and 
include all earned credits.  The 
members can help us do our best 
job by providing us with timely 
make-up notices and notifications 
of excused absences.  Our goal is 
to provide each of you with 100% 
accurate statements each quarter.
