based on a then-new concept of employee owner-
ship. Mr. Beyster certainly had his act together.
Even after his retirement, the company has contin-
ued to grow, hitting $9 billion in revenues this past
year. Better still, with about 45,000 employee-
owners, one can only imagine the power of a dedi-
cated sales force that large! But as Larry pointed
out, moving SAIC forward would require a differ-
ent governance model. Larry managed SAIC
through those governance changes. In addition,
taking the company public in 2006 was a big step
into the future for SAIC. With four key focus areas
of National Security, Critical Infrastructure, Energy
& Environment, and Healthcare, SAIC has posi-
tioned itself in markets in which they are extremely
competitive. Not to ignore local impact, Larry
talked about 5,000 SAIC employees that call San
Diego home, the manufacturing facilities that are
located here, the 30,000 flights taken annually out
of Lindbergh Field by SAIC employees, and the
25,000 hotel rooms that are utilized by employees.

While Bob Beyster is given great respect for the
amazing company he grew here in San Diego, |
couldn’t help be impressed once again with Larry
Prior. Our region was so fortunate many years ago
to have such a talented businessperson take a time
out from the private sector, and serve as the Chief
Administrative Officer for the County of San Diego
at a time when the County was on the verge of a
fiscal train wreck. Judging by the good work he’s
performing at SAIC, we can’t help but continue to
be impressed with both SAIC and Larry Prior.
