(866-500-0977). Another project aims to provide 
first responders with the best possible technology to 
cope with crises. As the world goes digital, includ-
ing digital film, other countries’ technology may 
challenge our strength in “content.” Next, Dr. Smarr 
offered facts and provocative insights on microbes 
and bio-fuel. He concluded by emphasizing San 
Diego’s strength in collaborative brainpower, call-
ing us the wireless and biotech capital of the world. 
By the time he finished his far-ranging talk on 
‘Living in the Future’, this editor looked around the 
room to see if he was the only Bozo on the bus. He 
concluded that there are a lot of us who marvel at 
what is yet to come.
