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As of Jan 4, 2007, our lunch line
will begin its new process. Mem-
bers will no longer have to pay for
their lunch with their credit card at
the door. There will be two scan-
ners. One scanner for people who
eat and have attendance require-
ments and a second scanner for
those who have attendance require-
ments and do not eat. Each badge
will have a barcode on the back.
The badge will need to be scanned
while the member selects their
meal. Each member or guest will
still have the opportunity to pay
cash or check at the door during
each meeting.

The club will now charge each
members credit card either monthly
or quarterly depending on the mem-
ber’s choice.

From now until January, the
members who currently pay by
credit card will need to designate
which credit card they would like
on file for their lunch charges. At
the lunch line there will be a form
each member will need to initial
and confirm their credit card pay-
ment option.

Members who have attendance
requirements and do not eat lunch
will use a separate scanner.

Members who do not eat and do
not have attendance requirements
do not need to be scanned.

More details will be provided in
the next few weeks.
