this led perfectly into today’s topic. Speaker John 
Fanestil, a Methodist  minister, gave a wonderful 
and ultimately uplifting talk on the subject of his 
new book, “Mrs. Hunter’s Happy Death”. Rev. 
Fanestil began collecting stories from people who 
were filled with extraordinary grace while living out 
the remainder of their days. These lives were filled 
with humor, compassion, generosity and substance. 
His book discusses the lessons on living that these 
people imparted while preparing to depart. Olde 
English books on inspirational accounts of ‘good 
deaths’ were plentiful long ago when even early, 
premature deaths were common and accepted. As 
longevity increased as a result of medical, public 
health and nutritional advances, people came to 
believe that stories of avoiding death were more 
interesting than accounts of death as a continuum of 
living. During a question phase, our speaker dis-
cussed the wider acceptance of death as a human 
event, not a medical one, and applauded the Hos-
pice movement that made palliative, supportive, 
non-painful deaths possible. This was a thought- 
provoking and sensitive approach to a subject that 
for many is difficult.  As we prepare for next week’s 
day of thanksgiving, may each of us remember that 
each day is a gift.
