fessor at USC, received the National Humanities 
Medal from President Bush for his lifetime of work 
as a scholar, journalist and historian.  Dr. Starr, 
focusing on a chapter of his forthcoming book, re-
lated his thoughts on San Diego’s “quest for urbani-
zation”. His admiration for the growth and develop-
ment of this city and region seemed best summed 
up in his speculation that, had the Pilgrims origi-
nally landed on the west coast, San Diego would 
have become one of the original thirteen states. Dr. 
Starr cited the 1944 Zimmerman report to empha-
size how this city used foresight and planning at a 
critical time before WWII concluded to begin to 
define its future. He highlighted important people 
(including members Neil Morgan and Herb Klein  
who were in attendance) and events that shaped the 
city, built on its strategic location, brought the 
Navy to San Diego in response to “anti industriali-
zation” pressures, and kept a focus on an “orderly” 
city “kept to scale”. I believe he left us all more 
understanding, proud and encouraged. 
     Pat Crowell ended our meeting with a eulogy 
for departed friend and member, John Peterson, 
head of the Timken Museum and distinguished art 
historian, whom Pat affectionately recalled as the 
“jolly walrus.”
