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     The number of Americans over 
the age of 60 will more than double 
by the year 2030 straining Medi-
care and Social Security services, 
creating a housing crisis and an 
expected increase in elder abuse. 
Bob Blancato, a nationally recog-
nized expert on aging, will offer an 
"insider's" perspective on what 
needs to be done for this growing 
senior population. He recently 
served on the Policy committee for 
the White House Conference on 
Aging.

apart. Everything else is just icing on the 
cake.  Bill did the visitor greeting (one only 
from R.B. Sunrise) and introduced our 
speaker, Frank Gaffney.  Mr. Gaffney has had 
a long and distinguished career in defense, 
security, arms control, and foreign affairs. He 
served as a congressional staff person and in 
the Reagan White House and is founder of the 
Center for Security Policy in D.C.  He is a 
frequent writer, and speaker on public policy 
in the area of the “War for the Free World” as 
he references our current war against Islamo-
Facism. He describes this as yet another terri-
ble totalitarian ideology as threatening to our 
way of life as Hitler’s Germany or Stalin’s 
Soviet Union.  He calls for a “War of Ideas” 
to counter those devoted to tearing apart the 
fabric of the non-Islamic world.
